Project Reference: 57.00 
 

 How will this project help? 
 

These natural wells have always been 
maintained by the local community. 
However, last year during the monsoon 
there was a major landslide in which all 
four wells were badly damaged resulting in 
the water source being unusable. The 
community now have to collect water from 
a nearby stream but this water is not safe 
as it is also used by domestic animals. The 
community have collected some funds 
towards mainting the wells but they are 
unable to afford the materials needed to fix 
the wells and make them safe. Your 
support with this project will provide this 
community with the chance to reclaim their 
safe and sustainable water supply. 
 

 Cost of Project   
 

Costs are given in the local currency, Nepalese 
Rupees (NRS). This is because all items are 
bought locally in Nepal to reduce costs and to 
support the local economy. 
 

Cost breakdown 
 

For 1 well = 4000NRS:  
Cement sacks x 5 = 5 x 400NRS = 
2,000NRS. Iron rods 10KG x 50NRS = 
500NRS. 5 days Skilled Labour = 5 x 
300NRS = 1,500 NRS. 
 
Total cost of Project for four wells = 4 x 
4,000  = 16,000 NRS 
Project Implementation Costs = 3200 NRS  

 
Total cost of project in local currency = 
19200 Nepalese Rupees
